Textbooks represent a significant portion of the overall cost of higher education in the 
United States. The burden of these costs is typically shouldered by students, those who 
support them, and the taxpayers who fund the grants and student loans which pay for 
textbooks. Open educational resources (OER) provide students a way to receive high-quality 
learning materials at little or no cost to students. We report on the cost savings achieved by 
students at eight colleges when these colleges began utilizing OER in place of traditional 
commercial textbooks.

Tidewater Community College is a pioneer in the use of openly-licensed, high-quality 
electronic textbooks and other educational materials for the completion of an entire two-
year associate degree. 
 
To Combat soaring textbook costs, look to an open-source approach (opinion)8 
For university and college faculty, the start of a new year means it is once again time for 
our inboxes to be flooded with e-mails from students asking "Do I really need the 
textbook?" or "May I use an older edition?" And for good reason. The cost of textbooks has 
risen by 1,041 per cent since 1977, more than triple the rate of inflation. Textbooks can 
cost anywhere between $50 and $450 for a single course, accounting for up to 40 per cent 
of a postsecondary student's educational costs. 
 
Open Textbooks: The Billion-Dollar Solution9 
According to the College Board, the average undergraduate student should budget between 
$1,200 and $1,300 for textbooks and supplies each year.That’s as much as 40% of tuition 
at a two-year community college and 13% at a four-year public institution.
